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1. Introduction

The "EU Institute in Japan - Tokyo
Consortium" (hereafter EUIJ-TC) was
established on 1 April 2004 as a centre of
academic excellence in studies and research on
the European Union in Japan, and began
operations on 1 October 2004. It is the first EU
Institute in Japan. The overall objective of EUIJ-
TC is to increase the knowledge of, and to
enhance the general awareness of the European
Union in Japan.

As a university based institute our starting
point is EU-related education and research.
EUIJ-TC wants to provide undergraduate and
graduate students with an extensive programme
of EU course and research opportunities on EU
issues. Within the framework of the QCertificate
of EU Studies programme [Jthis course and
facilities such as the university libraries and EUIJ
Library are open to all students of each
consortium university. So is the EU Information
Centre. Each year EUIJ-TC offers two
scholarships for PhD or postgraduate students
and four internships for postgraduate or
undergraduate students to support their research
work and study in Europe. To support EU-related
research EUIJ-TC focuses will be on academic
exchange with European universities and
institutes. EUIJ-TC invites guest professors,
promote joint research projects, and facilitate
EU-related seminars, lectures and international
conferences.

Furthermore, EUIJ-TC wants to become a
major source of information about the EU for
Japanese students and researchers as well as
for the public. EUIJ-TC has its homepage and
issues a quarterly newsletter. Another focus of
EUIJ-TC's activities is the promotion of outreach
activities to raise the level of understanding of
the EU among the Japanese public. Each year,
our schedule will comprise at least four EU
lectures by European visiting scholars, one
international symposium, several workshops, a
business seminar for companies and several
public courses. Through an agreement with the
University of Air (Japanese) a special EU
course has been on air since April 2006 and this
TV programme will last until March 2010. As
well, the University of Air and EUIJ-TC jointly
held an International Symposium in August
2007.

The financial support from the EC terminated
in September 2007 but EUIJ-TC continues its
as many activities as possible through its own
financing. However the EUIJ-TC §lperformance
of activities is getting poor due to financial
limitation while making the efforts to find some
financial  support from the Japanese
government etc. Therefore EUIJ-TC is intending
to apply for a new tender invitation of EC to
continue its activities.
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2.1. Joint Research

During the First Operating Year the following Joint

These Research Groups have brought together
researchers from within and without the Consortium
in order to develop EU related research activities in
Japan and to enhance academic exchange and

cooperation between the Consortium and European
institutes. The results of these joint research works
are planned to be published in form of books toward
the end of the project (September 2007). Besides
the general goal of contributing to the EU related
research in Japan these books are intended to be
used as teaching materials in EU courses within
and without the EUIJ.

Activities of the Joint Research Groups included
founding and conceptual meetings, lectures by
research group members and guest speakers from
Japan and Europe, and an International Workshop.

I Joint Research Group EU Law and Politics

This Joint Research Group, which is organized by
Prof. Yasutomo Sugiura and Prof. Susumu
Yamauchi (both Hitotsubashi University), is divided
in two research teams: BU Law [{Prof. Sugiura) and
EU Politics (History) O(Prof. Yamauchi). On its
founding meeting on March 11, 2005, this research
group decided on the following research program:

The overall theme of study is titled Burope as a
Frontier. [The Frontier has two distinctive meanings
mentioned below. One meaning is to be leading
edge, which mainly means the spirit of advancement
of EU Laws in the field of the law. In other words, it
shows the advanced achievement in variety of fields,
such as public law, private law, environmental law,
labor law, and international law. The other meaning
is to be a frontier and/or border both from within
Europe and the rest of the world. We aim to
approach the historical and political importance of
EU in depth by analyzing EU from the viewpoint of a
frontier and/or border in and out of Europe. O

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2.2. International Conference

EUIJ International Conference at Tsuda, [Globalisation and the EU: Business
and Social Dimensions in the History and Today [

The third EUIJ International Conference, entitled
Globalisation and the European Integration:
Business and Social Dimensions in the History
and Today [Was successfully held at Room 5101,
the Audio Visual Center of Tsuda College on
Saturday 13th January 2007. Conference
information and invitations were sent to individual
EU embassies, the heads of EUIJ-related groups,
universities, and media outlets. We were delighted
to secure approximately 200 participants as a
result. The breakdown of participants was as
follows: twenty invited guests, ninety students,
seventy general participants and twenty others.
Among the general participants were many
researchers who were not members of one of the
four EUIJ universities but nevertheless had found
information about the conference on the
homepage and came along. Other participants
included the Head of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
Secretariat and his wife, the former Director-
General of the Economic Planning Agency, and a
representative  from the Public Relations
Department of Toyota Co.

Achievements

The aim of the Conference was to consider the
current European Integration process in the
historical and contemporary context  of
globalisation. Using the key words Hlexibility and
Cohesion [speakers were asked to consider the
problem in both the context of their own research
in politics, law, and socio-economic history, and in
historical  perspective.  Eight  distinguished
speakers and six Japanese commentators
gathered to discuss these problems. Of particular
interest was the lecture by Professor Yves Mény §]
President of the European University Institute,
entitted  Globalizing, Enlarging, Deepening:
Challenges to the Democratisation of the
European Union [Jand also the lecture given by
Professor Leslie Hannah §) University of Tokyo,
entitled Globalisation and European Enterprises:
Flexibility and Cohesion in the Past and Future [

Thanks to the lectures and the following discussions,

our knowledge of the problems facing European
Integration has been broadened and deepened.
It might be considered overly-ambitious to attempt to
discuss the complicated business and social
problems in both historical and contemporary
perspective in the context of globalisation within such
a limited time. Nevertheless, the conference was
extremely stimulating and proved to be a great
success, as the written proceedings show. Despite
the potential difficulties inherent in discussing
problems over a number of varied levels, the efforts
and skills of the presenters and the simultaneous
interpreting contributed greatly to audience &
understanding. This Conference attracted a large
number of people, indicating a desire to know more
about the EU. The difference in approach of this
International Conference from previous ones shows
the depth and variety of research being carried out
under the auspices of EUIJ Tokyo, which was
ultimately able to respond to public thirst for
knowledge on this topic.

Perspectives in the future

Firstly, the Proceedings of the lectures and

comments will be published both in electronic media
and print. Whether it will be published through a
publisher has not been decided.
Secondly, thanks to the presence of President Mény
an agreement was able to be signed that forms the
basis of the collaboration between the EUI and EUIJ
Tokyo. To further develop academic relations will be
quite important, and Tsuda College has a plan to
invite a EUI Professor in July 2007.

Thirdly, within this International Conference, new
academic approaches using the notion of human
networks to study the European Integration in
historical context have come to the fore. We hope to
further develop contacts with socio-economic history
academics in Europe.

I the EU Course Programme

In the summer semester 2005 (at ICU: spring
trimester) the EUIJ started it's EU Courses
Program. Tsuda College had already offered three
courses during winter semester 2004, which are
also a part of the program.

The EU Courses Program is an EU-related
educational program of shared courses which is
open to all students of the four EUIJ member-
universities who have finished their first year of
studies. ICU students who have enrolled in the
autumn trimester may start after the 2nd trimester.
Students who have completed the whole program
are awarded with a Certificate of European
Studies. To earn the Certificate, a student has to
take at least 12 credits, which corresponds to 6
courses, and has to fulfil his graduation
requirements.

What is the Certificate in European Studies good
for? Considering the EU's increasing political and
economical role, knowledge of the EU is getting
more and more important for students who are
looking for a job in the fields of business or
administration. The Certificate of European
Studies provides an official credential to
demonstrate that its holder has a certain level of
knowledge on the European Union institutions, law,
economy and policies as well as its cultural
aspects.

Needless to say, students who don't intend to

complete the whole programme can also attend
some courses of their choice and enhance their
knowledge of the EU. Based on their Consortium
Agreement' [1the four EUIJ member universities
together are able to offer a broad and attractive
program of shared courses,

held by renowned EU specialists, such as Prof.

I Homepage

As the main information resource of the EUIJ, the
EUIJ Homepage went online on October 1, 2004. It
informs about the organisation and activities of the
EUIJ, in particular about the Purpose of the institute,
the Consortium Members, Library and Staff, Events,
EU News, Curriculum and Courses of the EU Courses
Program,  Conferences and Lectures etc.,
Scholarships, EU Information, Publications
(Newsletter, Reports, Research Papers, etc.) and
Links. Target users are students of EUIJ member
universities, researchers in Japan, EU related
business people, and the general public.

The homepage is bilingual. The whole content is
available in English and Japanese. Each page has a
Link which leads to the corresponding page in the
other language. The homepage was set up with ease
of usage in mind, it does not use Java Script, pop up

windows, frames and other features, which tend to
slow down usage and to confuse users. Instead it has
a clear structure which is visible at any time by the
menu on the left side. With only one click users are
able to go to any pages which they want.

The homepage was hosted by Hitotsubashi University
server (free of charge), but transferred to that of a
private company in July 2006. It uses a genuine URL:
http://euij-tc.org. This not only provides a more
concise URL but also symbolises the independence of
the consortium as an institution with its feet on the
ground.

In the third year, the Homepage greatly changed. In
the first place, photos of past events were uploaded so
that the readers are able to see the events [ively
atmospheres. In the second place, the design and
structure of the Homepage were totally renovated in
June 2007 so that readers can browse pages easily.
As a result of these changes, the access number to
the Homepage are on the clear and stead increase.

EUIJ Newsletter is the main representative
publication of the EUIJ. In the Third Operating Year
four issues were published with 8 pages in full colour
and with 3,500 copies for each issue.

From 14 May to 25 May 2007, a panel exhibition,
entitted Japan Discovers Europe: Variety and

Unity of Europe in the light of Iwakura Mission O

was held at Tsuda Umeko Hall, Tsuda College.
This was organised by the EUIJ-Tokyo
Consortium and supported by the Delegation of
the European Commission to Japan and the
Austrian Embassy in Tokyo.

The Iwakura Mission, from 1871 to 1873, was
despatched to the United States and European
countries as a large-scale official mission,
consisting of senior officials of the Meiji
government led by Tomomi Iwakura, the
ambassador extraordinary and plenipotentiary.
Totalling about 110 members, the mission
included five female students intending to study
abroad, among whom was Ms Umeko Tsuda, the
founder of Tsuda College. She would be educated
in the United States together with other students
while the mission itself departed for Europe.

The exhibition &1 25 panels, created by the
Austrian Embassy in Tokyo, followed the traces of
the mission, displaying valuable photographs,
plates and detailed explanations which described

the historical backdrops of those countries. More
than 180 people visited the exhibition. They were
not only students and staff of Tsuda College but
also those who came from outside the College.
Many of the visitors spent long time in reading
the panels [éxplanations carefully. This seemed
to show that the panel exhibition helped them
understand Europe at that time and, as well,
provided them with the opportunities by which
they could obtain profound understandings of the
Japan-EU relations of today.

In
particular, the presentation on JHA cooperation
provided them a rare and valuable chance to
discuss the issue which is rapidly developing and
followed only by a handful of experts in Japan. The
following text is a summary of his first lecture about
the JHA cooperation in the EU.

In the lecture of 15th May, Prof. Slosarcik
analysed JHA cooperation in the EU, focusing on its
structural aspects. His main claim was that it was
necessary to strengthen JHA cooperation, in order
to eliminate the security threats triggered by the
removal of barriers among the EU member states in
the process of economic and political integration of
Europe.

Referring to the EU structure of three pillars, Prof.

Slosarcik pointed out that JHA cooperation is not
only the problem in 3rd pillar but also in the 1st
pillar and in the Common Foreign and Security
Policy (2nd pillar). With regard to the most
important policy areas of cooperation, the 1st
pillar deals with the rules of mobility of persons
including the common visa, asylum and
immigration policy. The 3rd pillar contains
policies of procedural cooperation in criminal law
and a limited catalogue of common criminal
offences as defined by EU law. In addition to this,
the external dimension is treated as an important
element to support the efficiency of the JHA
cooperation.

In conclusion, Professor Ivo Slosarcik stated
that the regional, national, supranational levels of
JHA regulation exist in the EU at the same time.
Currently, significant segments of decision
making in the JHA agenda have shifted from
national to supranational level but
implementation still remains mostly at the level of
member states.

Open Lecture at ICU

"Historical Evolution of the European Integration”

Prof Eric Remacle (Free University of Brussels)

Two open lectures were held at ICU as part of
the events of EU-Japan Friendship Week.
Professor Eric Remacle (Université Libre de
Bruxelle, Instituit dEtudes Européenes) gave
lectures entitted The European Union & Foreign
Policy: A Foreign Policy System [bn 5th June and,
The Path Towards European Political Union:
Lessons From History [bn 7th June. The summary
of the lecture on 5th June is as follows.

First, he explained the basic information of the
EU Council and the European Commission. He
described the three pillars of EU policies and
external action. He emphasised that the community
pillar includes all policies except the second pillar
(Common Foreign and Security Policy: CFSP) and
the third pillar (JHA, now LSJ). He also mentioned
that the EU has two methods of representation and
decision making. The Community method is used in
the first pillar, in which the Commission represents
the Union, and decisions are reached by both
Qualified Majority Voting and Unanimity depending
on the issues. The other intergovernmental method
is applied to the second and third pillars, in which
the semestrial rotating Presidency assisted by the

Secretary General/High Representative
represents the Union. The decision making in the
second and third pillars is mainly unanimity
although there are constructive abstention and
some Qualified Majority Voting for implementation.
He also went into detail of different instruments
and methods between the Community pillar and
CFSP.

With regard to the military operations, he gave
some examples to explain two patterns which
comprise the EU using NATO assets and the EU
alone without NATO involvement. He discussed
the EU-NATO relations with the concepts of
Atlanticism and Europeanism. He also introduced
the four levels of foreign policy systems:
Competitive Intergovernmentalism, Co-operative
Intergovernmentalism, CFSP/ESDP (European
Security and Defence Policy)
Intergovernmentalism regime and Community
structural foreign policy.

In conclusion, he mentioned that there is very
mixed decision making between EU pillars and
national policies. Concerning the ESDP, he stated
that mix of cooperation and competition exists
between member states, NATO and EU.
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4.4. Open Lecture

Ambassador Richardson BlLecture at Hitotsubashi
The EU: What is it and where is it going O

Mr Hugh Richardson, the EU Ambassador to
Japan, visited Hitotsubashi University on 27th April
2007 and made a lecture, entitled The EU: what is it
and where is it going? [TThis event was made as part
of [[troduction to EU[Ja class of Hitotsubashi
University but this lecture was open to all EUIJ-
Tokyo Consortium university students. The lecture
room was filled with as many as 450 undergraduate
and postgraduate students. This lecture commenced
under the chair of Prof Eiji Ogawa, Hitotsubashi
University, and at first Prof Takeshiko Sugiyama,
President of Hitotsubashi University, made a
welcome speech. The Ambassador spoke in English
for one hour and then a question and answer session
followed in which students Chuestions in Japanese
were translated into English.

Mr  Richardson § lecture was clear and
comprehensive, and covered all aspects of the EU
whose integration is in progress, including its
enlargement, currency, migration and institutions, etc.
The students were very interested, most of whom

have just started studying the EU. Many and wide-
range questions were raised and the Ambassador
answered them politely and carefully. Particularly
impressive was that he mentioned that he behaves
not as a British national and as an EU bureaucrat
when those interests were in conflict with each
other, showing that the European Commission
represents the interest of EU as a whole but not
simply that of the government of each Member
State. After the lecture, several students came to
talk with Mr Richardson and enjoyed
conversations with him. In addition, a
guestionnaire was distributed among students,
who showed very high interest in this lecture and
the EU itself and wanted other opportunities for a
lecture or a seminar of this kind. This lecture
spectacularly demonstrated that a great number of
students are eager to know more about the EU.
The EUIJ has so far tried to promote interests in
the EU among both students and citizens, and
would like to continue its own activities to achieve
this aim.
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4.5. Students’ Seminar

The 3rd Students [$eminar was held at the EUIJ
conference room in Hitotsubashi University on 6th
June 2007, Wednesday. Following the first
session of 20th January 2006 and the second of
9th September 2006, the Students [Beminar was
arranged with the am of giving practical
knowledge on the EU and opportunities in which to
exchange views and information, to students who
are interested in this topic.

In the 3rd Students [Beminar, Ms Akiko Sato
and Ms Michiko Shimakage, who were granted
EUIJ internship, spoke about their experiences of
working as interns in European organisations.
Firstly, Ms Akiko Sato, at the International
Christian University, Graduate School of Public
Administration made a presentation entitled
[Mternship Report at the EESC (European
Economic and Social Committee [She worked as
an intern at the EESC from mid-September 2006
to mid-December 2006. She talked about the roles
of the EESC functioning as a consultative body of
the European Commission, the European

Parliament and the Council of the European Union.

She also explained the details of training she
enjoyed at the External Relations Section (REX).

Then Ms Michiko Shimakage, at the International
Christian University, the Division of International
Studies, talked under the title [bternship Report at
the ISIS (International Security Information Service),
Europe O From the end of June 2006 to early
September 2006, she served as an intern at the
ISIS, Europe. Her talk was based on ISIS Europe-
related conferences and the training programme
she carried out as an intern. Therefore it included
various topics, such as her own research on West
Balkan, European Security and Defence Policy
(ESDP) and EU-UN relations regarding ESDP.

As the commentator, Mr Tsutomu Hashida,
International Cooperation Coordinator at the
International Office of Tokyo Institute of Technology,
pointed to the importance of socialisation,
interactions with host institutions Cstaff and other
interns, as well as that of pursuing research through
working as interns. Questions from the attendants
and the presenters [@nswers followed.

This seminar was very interesting and fruitful, as
the two speakers and Mr Hashida showed us the
significance of human connections and that of the
dynamism which can only be felt by firsthand
experiences on the spot.
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4.6. University of Air

I University of Air TV Programme, BEU Studies [

The University of Air TV Programme, EU Studies O

continued in 2006. This was basically the
rebroadcast of the last year & programme, but
revised as required by the actual development of the
European Union. It is an official course of the
Graduate School of the University of the Air.
Professor Kashiwakura, the Vice President of the
University of the Air and seven professors at the
EUIJ-Tokyo including Hitotsubashi  University,
International Christian University and the Tokyo
University of Foreign Studies lectured on their
specialties. Deputy Director of the EUIJ-Tokyo,
Professor Ogawa is our representative of this project.

It is the first TV course on the EU in Japan,
which  covers economic, legal, political,
diplomatic, cultural and other dimensions. More
than two hundred graduate students registered
for this spring course. Its textbook was written
by the eight professors and comprises fifteen
chapters which correspond to the TV
programmes. Fourteen hundred copies of its
first printing were sold out in a few weeks and
the publishing house made the second printing.

EUIJ-University of Air Joint Symposium

‘EU of the 21st Century: Light and Shadow EU Enlargement’

On 4th August 2007, the EUIJ [the University of
Air Joint Symposium was held at Hitotsubashi
University, Mercury Tower, under the title of The
EU of the 21st Century: Light and Shadow of EU
Enlargement [ This symposium, open to general
public as well as EUIJ-Tokyo Consortium university
students, was attended by as many as 70 people,
and consisted of five lectures and a roundtable
convened by some of the lecturers.

The Symposium started with the opening remark
of Mr Yamauchi, the Director of the EUIJ followed
by the keynote speech of Prof Passarelli, Bocconi
University. After outlining the EU Constitutional
Treaty, he pointed out that the Reform Treaty,
which would replace the Constitutional Treaty had
been agreed upon recently by the European
Council, will mitigate the democratic deficit Qvhich
the Union suffers from. In the afternoon, Prof
Kashiwakura, the University of Air, citing on-site
episodes he obtained as a journalist, emphasised
that European integration had been promoted under
the initiatives of France and Germany. Prof Ogawa,
Hitotsubashi University, argued that while the
member states have to abide by strict conditions

before adopting the euro, it gives an advantage to
the member states on increased investments and so
on. Prof Nakanishi, Senshu University, explained that
the EU accession conditions are very strict, but for
this reason its stability had not been undermined as
a result of a series of EU enlargements. As the last
lecture, Prof Ueta, International Christian University,
talked about EU Common Foreign, in relation to the
Eastward enlargement and the Reform Treaty, and
pointed out that the EU member states Cfuture-
oriented spirit was essential in overcoming European
history of wars and conquests and promoting
European integration. The last session was a
roundtable chaired by Prof Yamauchi, Hitotsubashi
University, in which some of the lectures discussed
the relationship between the EU and Japan.

After each lecture and the roundtable a number of
guestions were raised by the audience, showing up
the significance of the symposium as a whole. This
demonstrated that Japanese general public has
strong interest in the EU and that the significance of
European integration is profoundly understood as an
experience of transcending the modern nation-state
system.

The Human-Environment Key Station (NPO), as a
centre of local activities of students who take a course
Machizukuri (Community Development) 0 at
Hitotsubashi University, held four-time EU serial
lectures as part of the Machikado [project which aims
to connect Kunitachi area with Hitotsubashi.

Dr Neves, dispatched by the
European Commission, attended the second
session after having made his own lecture at
Hitotsubashi and made a speech: he was excited
to see Japanese citizens [igh interest in the EU. It
was a nice experience to attend this lecture. O
These were very good opportunities for citizens as
well, because they were able to familiarise
themselves with the EU while staying in Kunitachi.
After-session meetings were even held around the
lectures by excited attendants. One participant,
who listened until midnight in a relaxed
atmosphere, stated he felt as if he had attended a
seminar at university.
